The National Agenda includes two major objectives developed with
the intention of placing the UAE among the most successful
countries that provide worldclass education. By 2021, it is
expected that the UAE willature in the top twenty countries in
the CProgramme for International Student As
in the CTrends in Mathematics and Science S
I n response to this, each participating sch
in these international assessments and, in addition, they were provided with clear targets for
improving their performance. In 2015, KHDA launched the Natidayenda Parameter, which is a
met hod for measuring and monitoring school
National Agenda targets through the use of external benchmarking assessments.

In Emglish, mathematics and sciencestudent< attainment levelsin National Agenda
Parameter (N\.A.P.) benchmark testsindicate that they are performing at levels below
expectation.

The school meets the registration requirements for the N.A.P.

Thegovernors and school leaders show a growing proficienin data analysis. They have
created aNational Agenda plarthat contains appropriate improvementargets.

The school analyse gnitive Ability Test (T4 data to identify individual and group
cognitive abilities anduses benchmark tests tosupport this. Clasroom teachers have an
emerging understandingof this information.

Initiatives to improve literacy in the primary and secondary phases are beirgtroduced
and are beginning tomprove students &arning. The curriculaf English, mathenatics and
science have been enhanced.

Information from cognitive ability and attainnent testing is being used to, informlesson
planning, developcritical thinking extend independent practical investigationsand
deepenenquiry and applicatiorskills. Research skills are underdeveloped.

The schoolis in its early stages @fnplementing curriculummodifications, with little impact
evident.

Overall, the school's provision for achieving National Agenda targets is below expectations.

Systems for monitoring the progress of verbal reasoning skills
are at a basic level.
